Training: “Asset Recovery: Freezing and Seizing Assets” OECD

Practical exercise No. 1
MLAT: Identifying sources of legislation and enforcement authorities


Each of the four working groups must carry out the following task:

1. Choose a country other than Argentina, to which one of the members of each group belongs (e.g. Honduras).
2. The entire practical exercise will focus on the chosen country.
3. Legal research:
a. Identify which countries the chosen country has signed and ratified MLATs with.
b. Make a list of these countries.
c. Identify multilateral treaties ratified by the chosen country that are relevant to asset recovery abroad.
d. Identify which is/are the relevant domestic law(s) of the chosen country that deal with the principles on co‑operation adopted by the country.
e. Identify which domestic authority or authorities is/are responsible for implementing these treaties. Find out which office you should communicate with if you needed to initiate a formal co‑operation request procedure.
f. Identify which non-diplomatic international co‑operation networks include the authorities of the chosen country (e.g. INTERPOL, the Egmont Group, asset recovery network, etc.). Which are the local contact points, if applicable?
g. The results are to be presented to the other groups.
4. Sharing of results: one of the members of the group will present the results along with the other groups.
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
