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The Guardia di Finanza training school is a military institution. Therefore, it runs under military 
rules and procedures. 

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE DATES 

It is essential that participants arrive at the school on Sunday 13 October. All participants are 
required to attend the graduation ceremony on Friday 18 October. Participants are asked to 
check-out on Saturday 19 October no later than 12 pm. Those who have late flights on 
Saturday will be able to leave their luggage at the school and get changed if necessary (male 
and female changing rooms will be available at the Academy). 

REGISTRATION 

The Registration desk will be open on the day before the programme starts. 

ACCOMODATION 

The accommodation at the school will be available from the day before the beginning of the 
course until no later than 12:00 am on the Saturday following the last day of the course. 

Participants will be lodged in single rooms. All participants must lodge at the school throughout 
the programme. Lodging at the Academy is strictly reserved to participants. Should their family 
members accompany them, their families should be lodged outside of the school. (there are 
hotels nearby in Ostia).  

Towels and bedding will be provided, as well as toiletries and a hairdryer. Information on towel 
change times (normally twice a week) will be provided at your arrival. All rooms are equipped 
with heating and air-conditioning. 

ACCESS REQUIREMENTS 

Please be reminded that the Ostia campus is not currently wheelchair accessible. If you have 
any specific access requirements that may impact your participation in Italy, we invite you 
contact italy-taxacademy@oecd.org as soon as possible.

To this end, upon arrival the GdF staff 
will provide you with a USER ID and a password to connect to the GDF WiFi. 

ATTENDANCE AND ASSIGNMENTS 

Attendance to all classes is mandatory. We expect participants to complete all assignments 
set throughout the course. 

DRESS CODE 

Dress code during classes is business casual (no T-shirts, jeans, shorts). 

However, formal attire is required for the welcome dinner, the class picture on the first day and 
graduation ceremony on the last day. 

All participants will be provided with a badge that must be worn at all times when on the 
premises.

FACILITIES 

There is a gym in the school with free access to weights and machines (opening hours 
available at the reception). The trainers are former athletes and are there for any assistance 
you might need. To use the gym an application form must be filled in and there is a subscription 
fee of 3.50 euros as insurance which must be paid. Moreover, it is necessary to provide a 
medical certificate for sports training. 

Laundry facilities are also available on-site on the second floor in the mid-section of the School 
(washing, drying machines and ironing room; ask the guards at the main entrance for keys). 
Please, be informed that the washing machine is allowed from 2.00 pm to 10.00 pm. 

In case of need, there is a launderette just outside the school, only 100 meters across the 
road. 

TRAVEL FROM/TO AIRPORT 

The GdF Staff provides a free shuttle service from and to Rome Fiumicino airport (FCO - 
Leonardo Da Vinci Airport).  

Please note that this shuttle will run every one and a half hour, first one leaving the airport at 
08.30 AM, last one 08.30 PM. A map to show the pick-up point at the airport will be sent to you 
closer to the starting date of the programme. 

For your departure from the Academy the same free shuttle service will be provided at the 
following hours: 06.00 AM - 09.00 AM - 12.00 PM

LOGISTICS NOTE, PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION AND ACTIVITIES IN ROME 

If you prefer to take a taxi, we recommend Radio Taxi Ostia, who you can call on the following 
number: +39 06 5601646. The average fare from the Airport to the School is 40 euros. 

There is also a train station close to the School (“Stella Polare”) on the Roma-Lido Line. A 
single journey ticket (usable for 75 minutes from its first validation) costs 1.50€ (called BIT). 
There is also a ticket called BIG that allows you to travel from the moment you first validate it 
until midnight. Furthermore, there is a weekly ticket that costs 24.00€ (called CIS). All tickets 
allow transport in Rome, Ostia included on all buses, metros and so on. Please, be aware that 
the metro to and from Ostia operates from 5:15 am until 9:00 pm. 

SIM CARDS 

It’s possible to purchase a local SIM. School and Academy staff will communicate where you 
can buy a SIM card near the School.
